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Since 1997, SOLV has provided an estimated $60 million in environmental restoration services for Oregon – including the annual 
Beach Cleanups. Because SOLV is not a state agency, it supports the demand for these services with private donations. As this 
demand increases, so does the necessary funding. It’s for this very reason the SMALL CHANGE FOR SOLV campaign was created.
